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INTERNET RULES AND GUIDELINES A useful guide for parents

As part of our ICT programme, the children at Upperby Primary School have the opportunity to access the internet.

Access to the internet will enable the pupils to explore thousands of libraries, databases and bulletin boards. We believe that the benefits to pupils from access to the internet, in the form of information and resources far exceed any disadvantages.

Although there are concerns about pupils having access to undesirable materials, we have taken positive steps to deal with this risk in school. Our school internet access operates a filter system that restricts access to inappropriate materials.

We have very clear rules and guidelines about internet use in school and all internet access is monitored closely by members of staff.

· Children and staff will never reveal their personal details, home addresses or telephone numbers on the internet or on e-mails.

· Children have class e-mails not individual ones so that all e-mails can be checked by the teacher.

· Children will not communicate to any other person on the internet without permission from the teacher.

· Children will not be allowed to enter and use chat rooms.

· Children will only use links provided by the school. They will not use search engines without a teacher's permission.

· If children find anything they do not like or know to be not appropriate, they will tell the teacher.
