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Modern Foreign Language Policy 
 
 
Introduction 	 
At Upperby Primary School, all children follow a broad and balanced curriculum that includes the ten National Curriculum subjects, citizenship and religious education.  
We believe that learning and acquiring foreign language skills in a fun and enjoyable way supports the provision of a valuable educational, social and cultural experience for our pupils, fostering their curiosity and deepening their understanding of the world. It will also create potential opportunities in the future for studying and working abroad.   
We teach French as the children move through school as part of the requirement for Key Stage 2 pupils to learn a modern foreign language.
Our aims in teaching French are that all eligible children learn to:  
· Understand and respond to spoken and written French from a variety of sources. 
· Speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation. 
· To develop an awareness of culture within France. 
· Have fun and enjoy learning ! 
 
The National Curriculum 
The National Curriculum prescribes that Key Stage 2 pupils should be taught to: 
· Listen attentively to spoken language and show understanding by joining in and responding. 
· Explore the patterns and sounds of language through songs and rhymes and link the spelling, sound and meaning of words. 
· Engage in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help. 
· Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures. 
· Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases. 
· Present ideas and information orally to a range of audiences. 
· Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing. 
· Appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in the language. 
· Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary. 
· Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly. 
· Describe people, places, things and actions, orally and in writing.  
· Understand basic grammar appropriate to the language being studied, including (where relevant): feminine, masculine and neuter forms and the conjunction of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language; how to apply these, for instance, to build sentences; and how these differ from or are similar to English.  
Planning and teaching 
All planning is monitored and supported by the subject leader for MFL and planned by each class teacher within KS2.  
Planning for this subject is currently adapted from Kapow / the languages programme of study, published by the Department for Education as part of the national curriculum. This will be used alongside the subject leader’s own expertise.  
Teaching activities are organised following the Kapow scheme of work. 
Teaching will make provision for varying learning styles to be utilised, dependent upon the needs of individual pupils. These include auditory, visual and kinaesthetic styles. 
Planning for modern languages is provided for in medium and long-term plans.  
Assessment and Record Keeping 
Children’s progress is assessed by teacher observation and discussion with the children. At the end of each unit of work, teachers record the children’s progress on our ScholarPack system.  Medium-term plans are annotated and gaps addressed.  
 
The subject leader 
The subject leader is Mrs Lancaster.  She will oversee the continuity of the subject and the progression of teaching and learning within annual and medium-term plans.  
The MFL Teacher will offer support to colleagues, sharing her expertise and experience. 
Equal opportunities 
Equal opportunities are addressed in the whole school Equality Policy and care is taken in French lessons to ensure all pupils are provided opportunities to experience the range of activities on offer.  
Pupils with special educational needs are catered for within each lesson and supported appropriately. 
 
Monitoring and Review 
 
The subject leader monitors the effectiveness of the policy and reports to the head teacher.  The head teacher reports to governors, when requested, on the effectiveness of the policy.   The policy will be reviewed every two years.  
 
This policy was agreed by the Governors on 19th December 2018 and 20th September 2022.

This policy will next be reviewed in November 2024. 
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
