- Memorise a sequence of actions and perform them to a steady pulse.

	Year 2

- Understand the difference between the singing and the speaking voice.
- Experiment with different timbres of voice.
- Pitch-match and sing solos on the notes So and Mi.
- Reinforce understanding of high and low notes. - Learn to sing the notes So and Mi to accurate pitch.
- Sing solos on So and Mi.
- Keep to a steady pulse.
- Explore timbre and duration/experiment with and select sounds/play untuned instruments musically/use voices expressively by singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes.

- Learn to keep a pulse through actions while singing a song and to follow a changing tempo. - Consolidate understanding of pulse through practical activities such as clapping games with partners.
