Upperby Listen & Appraise plan

For 5-10 minutes in the morning whilst your children come into school, please play examples of these types of music. The first half of each half-term is dedicated to a particular composer, the second half is a bit more flexible and allows you to choose your own examples of each musical style. I will go over this in more detail during my staff meeting on 24th November, but for now please find examples of your musical style on YouTube and allow your children to listen to them and discuss them. If you are unsure about anything, just message me and I will help as best I can.  I have also attached a musical styles information booklet so you can find out about each style for yourself. I have added a link to YouTube videos that can get you started this half term.


You will need to be explicit with your children about the names of the composers and the type of music they composed.  Talk about:
· The instruments used
· How it makes them feel
· The tempo (speed) of the music
· The dynamics (loud and quiet) of the music
· The structure of the music
· The timbre (layers etc.)
· The composers name
e.g. Chopin – Piano music, quiet and slow, like a lullaby, sleepy, mostly quiet that builds to short loud sections, only one instrument used at a time etc.
