	Sound

Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear
Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it
Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases
	State of matter
Compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases
Observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C) Identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature
	Nature and the environment 
This unit builds on the programme of study for the National Curriculum, with a real focus on the environment and focuses on the world around us and the impact that humans have had on nature and different habitats.  Within the lesson sequence, learners will be exposed to various ecosystems and then consider the impact pollution has had on them. 
	Electricity

Identify common appliances that run on electricity Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic parts, including cells, wires, bulbs, switches and buzzers
Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit, based on whether or not the lamp is part of a complete loop with a battery Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit and associate this with whether or not a lamp lights in a simple series circuit
Recognise some common conductors and insulators, and associate metals with being good conductors.

	Living things and their habitats

Recognise that living things can be grouped in a variety of ways Explore and use classification keys to help group, identify and name a variety of living things in their local and wider environment
Recognise that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things

Why is the Amazon Basin important to us?

Understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of the human and physical geography of a region of the UK and a region within South America. Describe and understand key aspects of: - physical geography, including: climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts, rivers and the water cycle- human geography, including: types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources. Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on South America, concentrating on its environmental
regions. Use maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping to locate countries and describe features studied.
Identify the position and significance of latitude, longitude and the Equator.
	
	North America

What is the difference between a continent, country and state? 

Locate the world’s countries, using maps to focus on North America, concentrating on its environmental regions and key physical and human characteristics. Identify the position and significance of latitude and longitude.
Describe and understand key aspects of: physical geography, including: climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts, rivers, mountains, volcanoes and earthquakes, and the water cycle. Describe and understand key aspects of: human geography, including: types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water.
	
	How can we live more sustainably?

During the enquiry pupils will have opportunities through the application and analysis of a wide range of geographical skills and resources to: 
•Describe and explain using examples what living sustainably means; •Identify, describe and explain the differences between renewable and non-renewable resources; •Undertake an environmental review of different categories of sustainability at their school and draw up an Action Plan to identify and explain priorities to help the school become more sustainable; •Understand in basic terms how solar panels and wind turbines generate electricity; •Identify, describe and offer reasons for how sources of energy used to make electricity in the United Kingdom are changing; •Explain how electricity is generated in hydroelectric power stations; 
•Understand why creating new habitats for birds are good examples of sustainable development; •Describe, observe, explain and make a judgement as to why introducing solar cookers in some of the world’s poorest countries makes the lives of people more sustainable;
