What impact can earthquakes have socially and economically?
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Magnitude – the measure of how strong an earthquakes is.
Richter Scale – the scale on which an earthquake’s strength is measured.
Longitude and Latitude – a type of coordinate system to describe the location of place on Earth’s surface.
Seismograph – the device used to measure an earthquake. 
Tectonic Plates – Plates underneath the earth which move. 
Aftershock – a smaller earthquake following the larger one. 
Epicentre – the point of the earth’surface directly above an earthquake.

A tsunami is a series of ocean waves that sends surges of water, sometimes reaching heights of over 30.5 metres onto land. These walls of water can cause widespread destruction when they crash ashore. These waves are typically caused by large undersea earthquakes at tectonic plate boundaries.

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What causes an
earthquake?

An earthquake is the shaking and
vibration of the Earth's crust due to
movement of the Earth's plates (plate
tectonics). Earthquakes can happen
along any type of plate boundary.
Earthquakes occur when fension is
released from inside the crust. Plates do
not aiways move smoothly alongside
each other and sometimes get stuck.
