This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
All children have a weekly music session in class that focuses on musical skills including rhythm and pulse, pitch and instrumental sessions. Sessions include work around developing an awareness of rhythm, beat and pulse. Children learn notation and are able to read simple music. They are taught musical terms and are expected to use these in discussing music they are reading and playing/singing.  Children sing songs and have opportunities to refine and perform music to a wider audience of their peers and or parents.
All children use tuned and untuned instruments during their skills sessions. In KS1 and KS2, children use glockenspiels to practice musical skills and learn musical notation and music theory.
In EYFS and Year 1, children use a variety of songs, activities and instruments to learn about making sounds, finding and keeping the pulse/beat and how to express themselves musically. They also begin to experience musical tempo, volume and different rhythms. This starts to put in place basic musical skills that will form the foundation of what they will learn further through their school journey.
In Year 2, children continue to learn and practice basic musical skills as well as learning and performing using ‘Boomwhackers’. They will perform for their peers and the wider school community as part of a class or in smaller groups.
In Year 3, children continue to learn and practice basic musical skills as well as learning and performing using ‘Glockenspiels. They will perform for their peers and the wider school community as part of a class or in smaller groups.
In Year 4, children continue to learn and practice basic musical skills as well as learning and performing using ‘Ukuleles. They will perform for their peers and the wider school community as part of a class or in smaller groups.
In Year 5, children continue to learn and practice basic musical skills. They will also have access to high quality ‘digital music making’, delivered by Cumbria Music Hub. 
In Year 6, children continue to learn and practice basic musical skills as well as learning and performing using ‘Ukuleles. They will perform for their peers and the wider school community as part of a class or in smaller groups.
Children learn songs with their class teacher. This is an opportunity to revisit some of the musical terms and skills they have learnt and also to explore music from other cultures and traditions and from different time periods.
Music appreciation, history and culture is timetabled for all classes via our listening and appraising timetable. Children have the opportunity to listen to and discuss a variety of music from different time periods, different musical styles and the work of some notable musical composers.
All children in LKS2 have weekly singing sessions with a music specialist and have the opportunity to learn songs, then refine and perform to a variety of audiences. Children in KS2 also have the opportunity to join the school choir and regularly take part in a local music festival competition as well as performing for friends and family in a large end of year concert in partnership with other schools.
Our planning is based on the National Curriculum and has been informed by the Active Music Primary scheme of work.
[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Music tuition, choirs and ensembles
At present, we offer 1:1 and small group guitar tuition. We hope to expand this opportunity to more children and include a wider choice of instruments.
This academic year, we will offer an after school recorder club for children in Year 2 upwards in the Spring Term. They will have the opportunity to learn a new instrument, then perform for their peers and the wider school community. We are looking at how to extend this to include other instruments to form a small school ensemble who can perform with other groups, including dancers and the school choir.
Children have the opportunity to join the school choir and perform inside and outside of school. We are working towards including a school ensemble in our offer.
Part C: Musical experiences
Children have taken part in large singing experiences, including school choir competitions, large concerts for friends and family, musical performances with other cluster schools and choir performances in the local community.
We have invited musicians into school to play for the children and showcase high quality performances.
Children in KS2 have the opportunity to have sessions with a singing teacher who is also assistant organist at Carlisle Cathedral. This gives them the chance to listen to and perform with a high quality, professional musician.
In the future
The 7 features of high-quality music provision are
· timetabled curriculum music of at least one hour each week of the school year for key stages 1 to 3
· access to lessons across a range of instruments, and voice
· a school choir or vocal ensemble
· a school ensemble, band or group
· space for rehearsals and individual practice
· a termly school performance
· opportunity to enjoy live performance at least once a year
In Year 5, children will have the opportunity to use music technology to discover the world of music with Composition as a focus. This will be delivered by the Cumbria Music Service, starting this academic year.
In KS1, children will learn to play the glockenspiel, progressing as they move through school. This will begin this academic year.
In KS2, children will learn to play the ukulele, progressing as they move through school. This will begin this academic year.
Moving forward, we will perform a song at the start of each assembly; this also contributes to our collective worship.
This academic year, we are taking part in the ‘Musical Mondays’ live concert program provided by Cumbria Music Hub, where selected classes and year groups can watch and listen to varied high quality live music throughout the year.
We are also working to include the opportunity to enjoy a live performance in our curriculum, to ensure that all children watch live music during their time at Upperby. This could be online or in person at venues such as the Theatre by the Lake, Keswick, The Sands Centre, Carlisle or the Sage, Gateshead.
We hope to involve one or more of our classes in the Carlisle Cathedral singing outreach programme in the next academic year.
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
